This is in continuation of ICAR circular No. GAC/21-46/2014-Cdn.

All the
Ministries/Departments have been directed to take a proactive part in the
campaign. It has been decided that the following action-plan may be
considered during the first phase of the intensive campaign to begin from
2.10.2014 to 31.10.2014:

()  All the offices will open on 2.10.2014 in the forenoon and
officers/officials be directed to report at 9:00 am. A senior
officer be designated to administer ‘Cleanliness Oath
(Swachhata Shapath)’ (copy of Oath enclosed) to all the
employees at 9:45 a.m. - Thereafter, the officer/officials will
voluntarily carry out cleaning of their office premises from inside
and outside.

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(iv) The concerned public authorities may be assisted for carrying out
cleaning operations outside office premises.
